How About Some R & Ré 
 

 Our GWRRA organization has built itself on RETENTION  of its members.  The organization offers plenty of learning 
activities that can be used to help RECRUIT  new members to our family and opportunities to enhance your personal skills.  Al-

though we hope this skill is one we will never need, many of us can take a Medic First Aid (MFA ) course that can be beneficial 

when out riding with others.  These skills may also become important to know if we are required to help a loved one, a friend or a 

perfect stranger.  Donôt wish you had the skill after an event happens.  As the scout book states, Be Prepared! 

 Riding skill enhancement is important, whether for refreshing our riding habits we once had but became lax on using or just 

plain forgot, OR how to ride with a group.  We sometime take these skills for granted but if we are recruiting new members to the 

GWRRA  family we need to realize they may not have the skills that we developed.  At the earliest date possible, take a Riding 

Course (ERC, TRC or TC) and a Road Captain Course (RCC).  An RCC will be helpful to have when riding with a group, even if 

you do not want to lead. 

 Life itself is a learning experience.  There are many times while interacting with that special loved one, a family member, 

our fellow worker, or a perfect stranger when special interpersonal skills are needed.  Get yourself to a LIFE  Learning class and pick 

up skills that you will use in every aspect of life.

The vast majority of the GWRRA components are already in compliance but donôt 

realize it.  What is important here is to be sure that all elements of your Rider Education activities (MFA and MA also) are 

recorded.  For example, if at a chapter meeting the chapter RE delivers a 15 minute safety talk, then that meeting is in compli-

ance.  Even better if there is an MA talk also.  If you have any questions, give us a call before you get unnecessarily anxious 

about it.  IRS rules can be very frightening to all of us so if in doubt, let us help you work through it. 
  

 One more IRS issue; please remember that each chapter and district must submit the proper IRS 990 form 

(depending upon your level of income) prior to May 15th.  These submissions are easy and most chapters will be able to do 

theirs on line.  The process is explained at the Officers Connection web site and offers a step-by-step guide to completing the 

form.  District Directors and Treasurers must ensure that these IRS submissions are completed and that a copy is retained in 

your files.  Districts are asked to forward a copy of their IRS submission (990EZ) to us here at the region.
